Westmoreland Town Board
Year End and Special Meeting

December 26, 2019
Supervisor Kenneth Eisnor called this Year End meeting to order at 9:00 A.M. on Thursday, December 26, 2019.  Present at this meeting were Councilpersons Randy Rundle, Burton Seymour, Barbara Phillips and Charles Hebbard. 
Supervisor Eisnor reviewed a bill submitted by the Historical Society for reimbursement of expenses they incurred for the Haunted School House on October 31, 2019.  The Supervisor had agreed to reimburse them up to $200.00.  The following is a breakdown of submitted expenses:


$165.11 for candy



$48.93 for candy and novelties



$50.00 for an actress

These items total $264.04.  Supervisor Eisnor asked the Board for their thoughts on this.  Councilperson Hebbard stated that we only agreed to pay for candy and the Town pays for that as a courtesy, there is no obligation between the Town and the Historical Society. A discussion ensued as how the Town should proceed.  Several different options were discussed.
157 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Seymour, seconded by Councilperson Rundle to reimburse the Historical Society the full $264.04 and to send written notice that the Town will contribute no more than $200.00 to the Historical Society Halloween function.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
Supervisor Eisnor read a letter of resignation submitted by Codes Officer Jody Thieme.  Mr. Thieme’s last day will be December 31, 2019.
The Supervisor also spoke of Mark Crane’s resignation on the Zoning Board of Appeals and possible replacements and Chairman candidates.
The Supervisor asked the Board for a motion for a blanket budget modification.

158 Councilperson Seymour advanced a motion to authorize the Bookkeeper to make any and all budget modifications necessary to pay the year end bills.  This motion was seconded by Councilperson Hebbard.  All Board members voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried.
159 Councilperson Hebbard advanced a motion to remove Margery Mahanna as signatory of the Tax Collectors bank accounts and add Allison Leone as the new signatory.  The motion was seconded by Councilperson Rundle. All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried and the bank documents signed.

160 Councilperson Rundle advanced a motion to approve and order paid the Highway claims, vouchers #313 through #3331, which totals $111,503.54.  Councilperson Hebbard seconded the motion.  All Board members voted AYE and Supervisor Eisnor declared the motion carried.
161 Councilperson Hebbard advanced a motion to approve and order paid the General fund vouchers # 464 through #490 which totals $32,430.83.  Councilperson Seymour seconded the motion.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

166 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Seymour, seconded by Councilperson Phillips to approve and order paid the vouchers of the water districts as follows:

All Board members voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried.
Supervisor Eisnor turned to discussion to the Organizational Meeting scheduled for January 1, 2020 at 11:00am.  He asked the Board to think about changes in the amounts paid to the Zoning Board Chairman and Vice Chairman, a redistribution of the salaries in the Codes Office and the pros and cons of hourly over salaried codes positions.

167 There being no other business to be brought before the Board, Councilperson Hebbard advanced a motion to adjourn this meeting.  Councilperson Seymour seconded the motion.  All Board members voted AYE and Supervisor Eisnor declared the motion carried and adjourned the meeting a 9:27 am.
