Westmoreland Town Board
Regular Monthly Meeting

March 14, 2011

The regular monthly meeting of the Westmoreland Town Board was called to order at 7:00 P.M. by Deputy Supervisor Kenneth Eisnor, at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York, with the following Town Board members present; Councilpersons Charles Hebbard, David Husted and Hubert Pritchard.  Supervisor Gregory Sydoriw was absent.  Also present were Sole Assessor Bernard Szarek, Codes Officer Terry Williamson, Highway Superintendent Carl Eddy, Deputy Highway Superintendent Russell Young and Town Attorney Gregory Mattacola.  There were three residents present.  Senior Library Clerk Riley McFadden was also present. 

Deputy Supervisor Eisnor asked all to rise for the Pledge of Allegiance.  The Deputy Supervisor recessed the regular meeting to allow comments from the floor.

Ed Maxam, Pryor Road, spoke of problems with runoff from Pryor Road and State Route 5.  Mark Crane, Chairman of the Planning Board will be contacted to determine if there is adequate piping for water from Seymour’s Storage Units.  Soil and Water will be contacted also.

There being no one else present wishing to speak to the Board, the Deputy Supervisor reconvened to the regular meeting.

There were no County Legislators present.

Deputy Supervisor Eisnor asked for the Highway report.  Highway Superintendent Carl Eddy presented to the Board changes made to the Highway Agreement.  Councilperson Pritchard asked about item 4 (cold mix) stockpiled.  Discussion followed on the Wheeler Creek Bridge (culvert).  The Highway Superintendent will be attending Advocate’s Day in Albany.  He spoke of oil and Stone for Albrecht Road.  All prices on the Highway agreement are State bid.  The Highway Supervisor was thanked for his report.

Deputy Supervisor Eisnor asked for the Codes Report.  Codes Enforcement Officer Terry Williamson reported three (3) storage permits, one (1) accessory building, one (1) agriculture building and one (1) home permit were issued in February for a total of $630.00.

There was no Water Report submitted.

Deputy Supervisor Eisnor asked for the Reading Center Report.  

Senior Library Clerk Riley McFadden reported that in February we loaned out 1,149 items, registered three (3) new patrons and purchased seven (7) new books for $91.24. 

Deputy Supervisor Eisnor thanked Mrs. McFadden and asked for the Attorney’s report.

Town Attorney Gregory Mattacola reported that he had revised the park reservation form and disbursed copies of the finalized Zoning Ordinance.  Both of these items were tabled until next month.

The Town Clerk’s report was as follows:   “In February, the Town Clerk’s office sold four (4) new dog licenses and renewed fifty-four (54) individual dog licenses for $418.00.  The State’s share was $68.00, to Ag and Markets for the Dog population Control Program, and the Town’s commission was $350.00.

On February 4, 2011, we sent out sixteen (16) late notices for dog licenses that were due by January 31, 2011.  Renewal notices, for dogs due in March, were sent out February 21, 2011. 

We issued thirty (30) certified copies for $300.00.

We issued the first marriage license of 2011, for $50.00. The Town realized $22.50.

There were eight (8) handicapped permits issued or renewed during the month.

Communications Received:

1. Westlanders thank you for support funds.

2. Application by the Westmoreland Golf Club- Thomas Cullen- stating renewal of liquor license.

The Town Clerk spoke of a request by the Senior Girl Scout Troop.  They asked if they could plant and maintain the planter at the Park and the monument on the “Green”.  
45 A motion to authorize the Girl Scout request, and a budget not to exceed $100.00, for the purchase of plants, was advanced by Councilperson Pritchard and seconded by Councilperson Hebbard.  All Board members present voted AYE. The Deputy Supervisor declared the motion carried.
Board comments;

Councilperson Hebbard spoke of helping with the Time Warner Franchise fee.
Councilperson Husted had no comment.

Councilperson Pritchard spoke of pictures that were placed in the Oriskany time capsule.  The Town Historian has created two (2) albums that will be presented at the next meeting.

Old Business;

Discussion followed.  The Highway Superintendent suggested that the Wheeler Creek bridge project be postponed.  Denslow Drive was shimmed last fall.  The turnaround on Shannon Circle is wrecked.  Councilperson Pritchard said that the Highway Budget is $46,000.00 short for this year.  He wants to bid out these road projects, not just accept state bid prices from American.  

46 Councilperson Pritchard advanced a motion to authorize the signing of the Highway Agreement, approving all projects, excluding 2A (Wheeler Creek) Sealed bids to be opened at the next Board meeting.  Seconded by Councilperson Hebbard; all Board members present voted AYE and the motion was declared carried. 
47 After a discussion on the Shared Services Agreement between the Town and County and other municipalities in the County, a motion to adopt this agreement, was advanced by Councilperson Husted and seconded by Councilperson Pritchard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Deputy Supervisor declared the motion carried,

Discussion commenced on the agreement with the Rome Humane Society agreement.  This was tabled.

Discussion continued on the Town Park reservation form and some needed changes.  This was tabled.

The Time Warner issue was discussed next.  Councilperson Pritchard suggested putting it in the school newsletter.

48 A motion to approve and place on file the reports of the Supervisor, Town Clerk and Codes Office, was advanced by Councilperson Pritchard, seconded by Councilperson Husted.  All Board members present voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
49 A motion to approve the minutes to February 14, 2011, with the following change; voucher # 79, in General Fund was decreased to 28.11, therefore the total General Fund vouchers were $33,364.04.  This motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Husted.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Deputy Supervisor declared the motion carried.

50 A motion to approve and order paid the General Fund vouchers; 72 through 112; which total $33,364.04, including pre-paids, was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Pritchard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
51 A motion to approve and order paid the Highway Fund claims; 38 through 61; which total $60,143.41, was advanced by Councilperson Husted and seconded by Councilperson Pritchard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

52 A motion to approve and order paid the Water Fund bills;

The motion was advanced by Councilperson Husted and seconded by Councilperson Pritchard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Deputy Supervisor declared the motion carried.  

Councilperson Hebbard stated that it was too late to support letter for the Tug Hill Commission.

The finalized Zoning Ordinance was distributed to the Board by Town Attorney Gregory Mattacola.  It now included addendum B, which outlines Planned Development.
Deputy Supervisor Eisnor stated that the next regular Board meeting will be held at 7:00 P.M., April 11, 2011.  Bids for Highway repairs will be opened at 6:30 P.M.

53 A motion to adjourn this meeting was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Pritchard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Deputy Supervisor declared the motion carried and adjourned this meeting at 8:26 P.M.
