Westmoreland Town Board
Regular Meeting

December 13, 2010

The regular monthly meeting of the Westmoreland Town Board was called to order at 7:02 P.M. by Supervisor Gregory Sydoriw, with the following Board members present; Councilpersons Charles Hebbard and Hubert Pritchard.  Councilpersons Kenneth Eisnor and David Husted were absent.  The meeting was held at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York.  Also present were Attorney for the Town Gregory Mattacola, Codes Officer Terry Williamson, Assessor Bernard Szarek, Senior Library Clerk Riley McFadden and five (5) residents of the Town.

Councilperson David Husted arrived at 7:08 P.M.

Supervisor Sydoriw asked all to stand for the Pledge of Allegiance.  He welcomed several Boy Scouts, Charlie Huther and Jacob Grey, who are attending for scouting badges. 
Supervisor Sydoriw recessed the regular meeting to allow comments from the floor.  There being no one present wishing to speak, the Supervisor reconvened to the regular meeting.

There were no County Legislators present.

The Highway Superintendent Carl Eddy and the Deputy Highway Superintendent Russell Young arrived at 7:16 P.M.  The Highway report stated they are back to winter hours, 4:00 A.M. to 12:00 P.M. and 2:00 P.M. to 10:00 P.M.  The John Deere Loader is fixed- the new control valve was installed.

The Assessor’s report was as follows;


The Aged-Star and Agriculture Exemptions will be sent out soon. The road work for updating data is started as weather permits. Sole Assessor Bernard Szarek said that he understood that several offices had computer problems but that his computer had been put on Towpath and that his passwords had been changed.  Last week he found his printers on when he came in on Thursday.  He had his nephew return the settings to normal.

The Supervisor thanked the Assessor for his report and asked for the Codes Report.

Codes Officer Terry Williamson presented the building permit report.  Nine (9) permits were issued for a total of $1,131.00 in fees.  Councilperson Pritchard asked about a building permit issued to Ryan Gaulteri.  The water meter for his new home is tapped off the line before the garage meter.
There was no Water Report submitted.

The Reading Center Report was submitted by Senior Library Clerk Riley McFadden;

In November we loaned out 1,292 items, registered five (5) new patrons, and purchased thirty-four (34) new books for $478.05. We received many book donations this month, volunteers are checking to see what we can use and what can go on the free shelf. 

The Supervisor thanked Riley for her report and asked for the Town Clerk’s report.

In November, the Town Clerk’s office sold three (3) new dog licenses and renewed forty-eight (48) individual dog licenses and three (3) purebred licenses for $423.00.  The County’s share was $116.32, $72.00 to Ag and Markets for spaying and neutering program and the Town’s commission was $234.68.

Sales of hunting and fishing licenses (DECALS) totaled $844.00.  The Town realized $46.52.

We issued eight (8) certified copies for $80.00.  We sold three (3) marriage licenses for $150.00, for which the Town realized $82.50.  There were sixteen (16) handicapped permits issued or renewed during the month.  We sold two water meters, one for Westmoreland Water District and one for Spencer Settlement Water District.

We hosted a SARA Grant writing class on November 30, 2010.

We hosted the Westmoreland Community Red Cross Blood Drive on November 13, 2010, which was very successful.  Double Red donations totaled eight (8) units for the day, plus 28 units of whole blood.

The Attorney’s report was presented by Town Attorney Gregory Mattacola.  He presented to each Board member a Zoning Ordinance that has been redrafted in a more organized fashion and with recent amendments.  Drafts are being presented to the Town for review and upon final approval, we can get it bound.  Codes Officer Terry Williamson requested a binder so that new items can be added easily.  Councilperson Pritchard will deliver a copy to Roger Crary.

Supervisor Sydoriw stated that Santa arrived on Saturday, December 4, 2010 at the Green, good time by all.  The Sales Tax received this year was over budget $127,504.59.
The payroll service had been changed from ADP to Paychex on the last payroll.  Linda was pleased with first results.
Councilperson Hebbard informed the Board that he has been elected Treasurer for Southern Oneida County Council of Governments (SOCCOG).  They may need to tax each town .50 per household to fund their projects.  Councilperson Pritchard commented that The Association of Towns had collected dues from each member Town, but stopped that practice several years ago.  Councilperson Hebbard spoke of how boring the Association of Towns meetings had become.
Councilperson Husted spoke of trying to find the time of Santa’s arrival on the web-site calendar.  He asked that the Town Clerk keep meetings up to date on the calendar.

Councilperson Pritchard asked about brush being bush hogged on Lowell Road, right hand side.  He questioned if our insurance covered crew and equipment.  This was done on November 15, 2010.  The Highway Superintendent said that he thought the County was doing work that day.
169 The Town Clerk has received a revised snow and ice agreement from the County.  A motion to authorize the Supervisor and the Highway Superintendent to sign the revised highway agreement with the County was advanced by Councilperson Pritchard and seconded by Councilperson Hebbard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried.

Supervisor Sydoriw spoke briefly on the Prime Time Advertising program. They requested $400.00 for the Westmoreland Football Fund.  The Supervisor will table the vote on the General Codes proposal to codify the Town of Westmoreland Laws, until next year, when this is budgeted.
