A special meeting concerning employee health benefits was called to order by Supervisor Gregory Sydoriw, at 4:00 P.M., July 26, 2011, at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York with the following Board members present; Councilpersons Charles Hebbard, Kenneth Eisnor and Hubert Pritchard.  Also present were Bookkeeper Linda Talma, Highway Superintendent Carl Eddy, Deputy Highway Superintendent Russell Young, and the following members of the Highway Department; Daniel Aylesworth, Kenneth Holmes, Douglas Green, Jeff Grube, and Ronald Watson.  The Town Clerk and Councilperson David Husted arrived at 4:08 P.M.

Cheryl Crane and Mary Beth Johnson from Chandler’s office; the present suppliers of health insurance coverage for the Town employee’s; gave a very detailed presentation of insurance coverage available to the Town with projected increases ranging between 10% and 15%, the Board is shopping.

Placed on file are the presentation materials that were presented to each attendee.

Councilperson Hebbard asked why Chandler’s had not informed the Town insured’s about the Healthy Rewards program.  Why had they not offered a Health Savings Account Plan before this presentation?  The representative from Chandler’s office said that this information had been included in mailings to each insured person.  The Health Savings Plan had been looked at in prior years, but was not competitive at that time.
Supervisor Sydoriw said that at this time the Board would enter into Executive Session to discuss insurance coverage of Town employees.

Before the recess for Executive Session, the Supervisor thanked Cheryl and Mary Beth for their presentation.
