Westmoreland Town Board
Audit/Special Meeting

January 24, 2012

The Special Meeting and Town Board Audit was call to order by Supervisor Gregory Sydoriw at 6:38 P.M. at the Westmoreland Town Hall, with the following Board members present; Councilpersons Charles Hebbard, David Husted and Hubert Pritchard.   Councilperson Kenneth Eisnor was absent.

Bookkeeper Linda Talma presented to the Board members the Lighting Districts financial statements.  All three (3) districts are in one (1) fund.   A tax cap statement was filed for the Lighting Districts, Water Districts and Sewer District showing that we did not exceed the tax cap of 2%.   Two Lighting District tax rates were lowered this year.  The total special district taxes total $41,546.000.

Westmoreland Water, Tindall Consolidated Water, Spencer Settlement Water, Camelot Water and Martin Drive Sewer Districts were all signed by the Board members as audited.

The General Fund ended the year $80,000.00 ahead of last year.

The Cemetery Trust Funds were audited, Trust and Agency was also audited and signed.

The Highway Fund was audited.  The check from the County for ditching and the overage in the fuel reimbursement were added back into the Highway Fund.  A discussion was held on the overtime and One Person Plowing charges for the last pay period.
According to M&T Bank, the Town’s credit rating is B- due to the amount of debt we carry.

The Justice Court books were audited.  Questions were raised concerning the fact that the court was $21,000.00 under budget for 2011.  The Board signed the court books as audited.

The Town Clerk’s report was questioned by the Supervisor.  The Dog fund was about $1,300.00 above budgeted revenues.  These revenues can be used for dog control, enumeration, etc.  Each Board member signed the minutes book as audited and approved. 
39 A motion to appoint Judge Ossont and/or Judge Bowers as designated representatives at the New York State Association of Towns meeting in New York City in February, if either or both wish to attend the meeting, was advanced by Councilperson Husted and seconded by Councilperson Hebbard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
40 A motion to authorize the Supervisor to sign the Digital Towpath Shared Services Agreement Resolution: 
“The Town of Westmoreland will participate in a 2012-13 Shared Services grant from the NYS Archives through the Local Government Records Management Improvement Fund; a project to be lead by the Digital Towpath Cooperative. The supervisor is hereby authorized to submit a letter of intent to participate in this project and to complete a Shared Service Agreement form confirming our long term commitment to use of the email management system that will result from the grant project.” 

was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Husted.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried.
The Town Clerk has asked that the Supervisor sign the scholarship application for the Deputy Town Clerk, so that she can attend the NYSTCA conference in April. 

41 A motion to authorize the Supervisor to sign the application was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Husted.  All Board members present voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

Discussion continued on a request by a senior at Westmoreland Central School for an ad from the Town in the 2012 Yearbook. 
42 A motion to buy a ¼ page ad for $60.00 in the 2012 Westmoreland Central School Yearbook was advance by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Husted.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried.

Discussion was held on the memorializing petition to support the Oneida County Legislature concerning the percentage of cell phone surcharge income returned to the County for 911 services. Tabled until next meeting.

Discussion was held on a Town Official’s retirement.

43 A motion to adjourn was advanced by Councilperson Husted and seconded by Councilperson Hebbard.  All Board members present voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried and adjourned the meeting at 7:55 P.M.
