Westmoreland Town Board
Special Meeting

July 23, 2012

Supervisor Sydoriw called this meeting to order at 5:10 P.M., at the Westmoreland Reading Center, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, NY, with the following Board members present; Councilpersons Kenneth Eisnor, Charles Hebbard and Hubert Pritchard.  Councilperson David Husted arrived at 5:12 P.M.

The Town Clerk read the Legal Notice as it appeared in the Rome Sentinel, July 19, 2012;

“Please take notice that the Westmoreland Town Board will hold a Special Meeting at 5:00 PM, Monday, July 23, 2012 at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York.

This meeting will concern renewal of the Westmoreland Water District Bond and information concerning the repairs to the municipal building roof.

Any interested persons are invited to attend.

By order of the Town Board.”

Supervisor Sydoriw stated at the last regular meeting an error was made in the amount of the bond interest.  The agenda stated the interest was $173,000.00 when it should have reflected $17,300.00.  Discussion commenced.

Councilperson Pritchard asked how much Bond Council would charge to renew the Thruway Ban.  Supervisor Sydoriw stated he thought around $1,000.00.  Councilperson Pritchard would like to pay off the entire BAN of $101,875.00.

124 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Pritchard to pay the entire Thruway Leak Ban balance at Oneida Savings Bank of $101,875.00.  The motion was seconded by Councilperson Husted. Supervisor Sydoriw voted NAY, Councilpersons Hebbard, Husted and Pritchard voted AYE.  Councilperson Eisnor abstained.  The Supervisor declared the motion carried.
It was decided to pay the interest of $17,000.00 for the EFC Ban at the August meeting.

Supervisor Sydoriw advised the Board that someone is looking to book a wedding on July 6, 2013 at the Town Park with over one hundred (100) invited guests.  He indicated that this request had caught him off guard, but he agreed stipulating no alcohol is allowed at the Park.
Councilperson Pritchard stated there is no water in the Deans Creek, so no one should be using extra water.  It was brought to the Boards attention that the School has been opening hydrants to water their sports fields.

125 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Pritchard and seconded by Councilperson Husted, to prevent any water to be taken directly from a hydrant, unless needed for emergency use.  Councilpersons Eisnor, Pritchard, Husted and Hebbard voted AYE, Supervisor Sydoriw voted NAY. The Supervisor declared the motion carried.

Councilperson Husted stated that March Associates has adjusted their price for providing the specifications for repairing the Town Hall roof, to $4,700.00, plus $500.00 for asbestos determination.  The Attorney e-mailed Councilperson Husted asking if a performance bond and work hour limitations needed to be included in the bid proposals.      
Continental Roofing has been added to the bidder list.
Councilperson Husted suggested the project scope proposal should be from July 24, 2012 until July 31, 2012. The bids will be opened at 9:30 A.M on August 1, 2012.

126 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Husted to authorize the Supervisor to sign the March Associates proposal dated July 12, 2012, which specify roof areas A and C.  The motion was seconded by Councilperson Hebbard.  All Board members voted AYE and Supervisor Sydoriw declared the motion carried.

Councilperson Eisnor stated that there continues to be problems with Chandler’s Office concerning the health insurance coverage.  

127 There being no other business to be brought before the Board a motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard and seconded by Councilperson Pritchard to adjourn this meeting.  All Board members voted AYE and Supervisor Sydoriw declared the motion carried and adjourned this meeting at 6:00 P.M.
