Westmoreland Town Board
Special Meeting

July 1, 2014
Supervisor Kenneth Eisnor called this special meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York with the following Board members present; Councilpersons David Husted, Scott Brown, Hubert Pritchard and Charles Hebbard. Also present was Town Attorney Gregory Mattacola.
The Supervisor told the Board that before we get into the special meeting, he would like to address the issues at the Pool.  He continued stating that the application for the 501C was never submitted because the application requires an $850.00 application fee.  The Supervisor has a copy of the application, however doesn’t feel all of the information is correct. Supervisor Eisnor asked for the Boards thoughts on this matter. Councilperson Brown stated that we have already lost a $5,000.00 donation because we did not have the 501C status, and feels we should submit the application.  Councilperson Hebbard stated even is the application is submitted, it won’t be approved for this year.

Supervisor Eisnor stated there have already been various problems already with the pump leaking.  We had it fixed and it leaked again and finally there was a major leak in a gasket on the pump.  The individual who was the certified pump operator has resigned, so as of now we have no one.  
Attorney Mattacola stated that the application is asking for financial information that he does not have and can’t put his name on something he is unable to verify.  The Supervisor stated he would provide the attorney with financial statements for review.

Councilperson Husted asked exactly what he been done to the pool so far this year.  Supervisor Eisnor replied that of the $9,000.00 budgeted, $6,249.00 has been used and listed some invoices paid to date; National Grid- $118.00, Water $1,300.00, exhaust fan, duplicate keys $479.00 and miscellaneous repairs.  The Supervisor added that the Village of Oriskany paid their fee of $2,100.00 and a $500.00 donation was received from Oneida Savings Bank.  Discussion continued.
Councilperson Hebbard added that he is not advocating closing the pool, however he feels the Town now had sufficient cause to do so should the need arise (pump issues, leaks, no certified pump operator etc.).  Councilperson Husted agreed.  Councilperson Pritchard suggested that rather than spend the money to apply for a 501C now, we should wait until September when the final tallies are in.
The Supervisor reminded everyone that the Association of Town’s meeting will be held at the Trenton Town Park at 5:30 P.M on Tuesday, July 15, 2014.  He asked that anyone wishing to attend to let the Town Clerk know by July 11, 2014.  Councilperson Hebbard indicated he would attend. 
 Supervisor stated the purpose of this meeting is to finalize the Towns decision on June 17, 2014 to leave the Oneida County Workers Compensation Plan by the following legal notice published on June 27, 2014 in the Rome Sentinel;
“NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Westmoreland Town Board will hold a Special Meeting at 6:00 PM, on Tuesday, July 1, 2014, at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York, in regard to the Oneida County Workers Compensation Plan.
All Interested persons will be heard at this time.”
At the June 17, 2014 Board meeting the Board voted on the following motion;

117 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Pritchard, seconded by Councilperson Brown to authorize the Town Attorney to draft a resolution and a letter to the Oneida County Workers Compensation Plan and to the Oneida County Board of Legislators to inform them that the Town of Westmoreland will be leaving the plan effective December 31, 2014.  All Board members voted AYE and Supervisor Eisnor declared the motion carried.

Attorney Mattacola indicated that he has completed the resolution and the letter and read the contents to the Board members.  If approved, Attorney Mattacola will send the letters and the Actuary’s report to the Oneida County Workers Comp Board, the Oneida County Legislators and Oneida County Executive Anthony Picente.

120 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Brown, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard to send the Town of Westmoreland’s withdrawal letter from the Oneida County Workers Comp Plan and a copy of our Actuary’s report to the Oneida County Workers Comp Board, the Oneida County Legislators and Oneida County Executive Anthony Picente.  All Board members voted AYE and Supervisor Eisnor declared the motion carried.
The Town Clerk mentioned that the lead free water meters are $250.00 compared to $100.00 for the previous ones.  Councilperson Pritchard suggested that we contact MNWA to see if they sell meters in bulk for any less.
Supervisor Eisnor stated that several people involved in the Whitestown water line would like to speak to the Board.  He asked that Councilperson Pritchard stay as he was involved in the Camelot Water District.  All Board members agreed to stay.

121 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard, seconded by Councilperson Pritchard to adjourn this meeting.  All Board members voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried an adjourned this meeting at 6:20 P.M.
