Westmoreland Town Board
Audit/Special Meeting

January 20, 2015
The Special Meeting and Town Board Audit was call to order by Supervisor Kenneth Eisnor at 6:30 P.M. at the Westmoreland Town Hall, with the following Board members present; Councilpersons Charles Hebbard, David Husted, Hubert Pritchard and Scott Brown. Also present was Bookkeeper Diane Rolewicz.
Prior to auditing the accounts, Board discussion commenced on several different topics.

Supervisor Eisnor explained to the Board that under the new Comp Plan, the Town and the Fire Department are responsible to make the bi-weekly payments directly to the claimant.  Each of these payments must be made within ten (10) days of notification from the administrator or a 20% fine can be levied.  He proposed that the Town make the bi-weekly payments and then bill the Fire Department monthly.  He feels this will help prevent any fines.
36 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Brown, seconded by Councilperson Husted to authorize the Bookkeeper to pre-pay the bi-weekly workers compensation benefits to Bernard Szarek on behalf of the Westmoreland Fire Department, and bill the Westmoreland Fire Department on a monthly basis for reimbursement.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
37 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Brown, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard, to authorize the Bookkeeper to pre-pay the bi-weekly workers compensation benefits to John Madore as a Town of Westmoreland workers compensation recipient.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
Supervisor Eisnor asked if any Board members wanted any changes made to the Town Park rental agreement.  It was decided to leave the contract as is.

The Bookkeeper presented to the Board members the Lighting Districts financial statements.  
Westmoreland Water, Tindall Consolidated Water, Spencer Settlement Water, Camelot Water and Martin Drive Sewer Districts were all signed by the Board members as audited.

The General Fund was audited and signed.  
The Highway Fund was reviewed and discussed with the Bookkeeper. The Board signed the Highway Fund as audited.

The Cemetery Trust Funds were audited, Trust and Agency was also audited and signed.

The Justice Court books were audited and signed by the Board.  
The Town Clerk’s report was reviewed. A question was posed by Councilperson Husted regarding the $9.45 balance in the DECALS account.  The Clerk explained that DECALS swept the account for less than the amount required.  She has been able to determine why, but left the balance in the account in the event DECALS recognizes the error and attempts to correct it.  Each Board member signed the minute’s book as audited and approved. 
Supervisor Eisnor spoke of a call he received from the Dog Control Officer regarding her responsibility in a particular situation.  The Supervisor told the Dog Control Officer that her duties have not changed and if the seizure of this particular dog is something she would have done before, she should continue.
The Town Clerk presented a copy of the Dog Control Officer Agreement and the Lowell Property Mowing Agreement and asked if the Board wanted to make any changes before these agreements were sent out.  A short discussion began and options were discussed. The mowing agreement may not be needed if the Recreation Directors suggestion for a dog park on the Lowell Property is approved.  Councilperson Pritchard commented that the Recreation Director is looking ahead and he views that as a good thing.  The Supervisor stated he has a call into the insurance company asking for the potential increase in insurance if a dog park is realized.  It was decided these two (2) items will be addressed at the next regular meeting.

Supervisor Eisnor stated there is no new information on the pool.  A short discussion commenced and Supervisor Eisnor stated he would like to see this issue decided at the February meeting.
38 A motion to adjourn this meeting was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard, seconded by Councilperson Husted.  All Board members voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried and adjourned this meeting at 6:55 P.M.
