Westmoreland Town Board
Regular Meeting
February 11, 2019
Supervisor Kenneth Eisnor called this meeting to order at 6:30 pm, February 11, 2019 at the Westmoreland Town Hall, 100 Station Road, Westmoreland, New York.  Present at this meeting are Councilpersons Burton Seymour Jr., Charles Hebbard, Barbara Phillips and Randy Rundle. Also present, Codes Enforcement Officer Fred Fox, Highway Superintendent Russell Young, Sole Assessor Bernard Szarek, Tax Collector Margaret Leone, Town Attorney Gregory Mattacola, Deputy Highway Superintendent Douglas Green, and eight (8) residents. 
Supervisor Eisnor asked all to stand and join him in the Pledge of Allegiance, after which he recessed the regular meeting to allow comments from the floor.
Bambi Patterson of the Westmoreland PTO Association asked the Board if the PTO could use the Town Park on April 6, 2019 for an Easter Egg Hunt.  Councilperson Hebbard advised Ms. Patterson that April 6 was prior to the opening of the Park.  Usually at that time of year the grounds are too wet and sloppy and the water has not been turned on for the year.  It is really just too early to tell.  He suggested Ms. Patterson check with Randy Rundle closer to the date to check on conditions at the Park.
There being no one else wishing to address the Board, Supervisor Eisnor re-convened to the regular meeting and asked for the Highway report.

The Highway Superintendent Russell Young reported;
A)  The Ventrac is doing an awesome job on the sidewalks.
B)  We have restocked the sand and salt building and in great shape for the rest of winter.
C)  I would like the Town Board to sign the “284” Road Agreement so we can get things started for hot pave and micro-surfacing on roads in the spring.

Highway Superintendent Young advised the Board that he has found another grant opportunity through Herkimer-Oneida Counties Transportation.  The Highway Superintendent stated that the grants we applied for last year for Thieme-Gulf and Lawrence Street through PAVENY were not granted.  We will be able to submit the exact same project information to this new grant opportunity.  The only difference is that the Town would be responsible for 20% pf the cost.  This program does not go into effect until 2020, so the Town will have time to budget for the cost.  Highway Superintendent Young asked if the Board would like him to apply.
27 Councilperson Seymour advanced a motion to authorize the Highway Superintendent to apply for a grant through Herkimer-Oneida County Transportation for the Thieme-Gulf culvert (171,000.00) and the Lawrence Street Culvert (205,000.00). The motion was seconded by Councilperson Rundle.  All Board members voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried.

Superintendent Young was approached by the Town of Augusta to share in the cost of a diagnostic computer.  The Highway Superintendent stated having one on site will save the Town a considerable amount of money and lost time with the vehicles.  The cost would be $4,900.00 to be split by both Westmoreland and Marshall as a shared service.
Supervisor Eisnor stated that it would come out of the Highway budget.  Attorney Mattacola suggested a shared service agreement. Discussion continued on the details of a shared service agreement.  Attorney Mattacola will draw up an agreement stating the device will be stored on site in Westmoreland and routine verbiage will be added to address mechanical breakdowns and software updates.

Highway Superintendent Young asked for the Boards thought on having the afternoon shift come in at 1:00pm instead of 2:00pm. Currently, the plows are going out on afternoon shift about the same time as the school lets out.  This causes problems if a plow gets behind a school bus.  The Board agreed.
Superintendent Young distributed copies of the Agreement to Spend Highway Funds to all Board members. The Board reviewed the agreement.  The Highway Superintendent stated that the surplus shown will be used to repair/replace culverts starting with Valley View Road.  Additional roads may be added after the thaw when the roads can better be examined.

Councilperson Rundle asked how much to repair the culvert on Valley View.  Superintendent Young replied that estimates had not been obtained yet but the last culvert of this magnitude ran about $5,000.00.  Councilperson Rundle asked the Highway Superintendent to get quotes.

Councilperson Hebbard asked if the micro-surfacing was the same as what was done on Stop 7 Road last year.  The Highway Superintendent replied that it is.  
Supervisor Eisnor thanked the Highway Superintendent for his report and asked for the Assessors Report.

Sole Assessor Bernard Szarek reported; 
The Exemptions are coming in at a good pace. Warren is in the office from 9am to Noon daily. The data collection for this year’s permits is on its way. I will be doing a final sweep of the town the last week of this month. I will be going to Jefferson Com. College March 28th for classes. 

The Supervisor thanked Sole Assessor Szarek for his report and asked for the Codes Report.

· Waiting for Aqua Logics to install a new transducer on well #2.

· Worked with Murphy Excavating to repair a water leak on East Main Street. We were losing about 20,000 gallons a day because of this leak.

Tindal Corners Water District

· Completed monthly sampling requirements – no issues

· Brian from New York Leak Detection came and located 3 possible leaks in the Tindal Water District. Working with Seymour Excavating to try and locate and repair these leaks.

· Performed several UFPO’s 

Spencer Settlement Water District

· Completed monthly sampling requirements – no issues

· Received a phone call from the Department of Health regarding the City of Rome having an issue with getting enough water to its customers. They originally thought they were going to have to put all systems on a water conservation restriction but they were able to repair the system prior to this happening. 

The Supervisor then asked for the Reading Center Report.
Reading Center Clerk Tammy Aylesworth reported;
In January we loaned out 215 Books and 100 DVDS, for a total of 315. 84 people came in.

We has 360 holds on books and DVDs from Mid – York library.  We had 8 Renewals, 1 Discard and 39 New Books came in.
Attorney Mattacola reported that he has been busy with the Codes Office and court cases for code violations.  He has been updating the forms that will be used by the Zoning Board.  Attorney Mattacola stated that he has made the requested term changes to Local Law #1 and ask the Board to reaffirm this law.

28 A motion was advanced by Supervisor Eisnor, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard to re-affirm Local Law #1 of 2019 as amended:

Local Law #1 of 2019

A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND CHAPTER 180 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF WESTMORELAND TO CREATE A JOINT ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS AND PLANING BOARD AND TO ABOLISH THE TOWN’S EXISTING ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS AND PLANNING BOARD

WHEREAS, a public hearing was held on October 23, 2018 regarding the efficiencies of combining the Zoning Board of Appeals and the Planning Board of the Town of Westmoreland; and

WHEREAS, at a special meeting of the Town Board on October 23, 2018, a motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard, seconded by Councilperson Seymour to eliminate the existing Planning and Zoning Boards position numbers (PTWML-011, PTWML-012,  PTWML-032, PTWML-033, PTWML-034, PTWML-0035,  PTWML-036,  PTWML-037, PTWML-038, PTWML-039) into one seven (7) man board.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

WHEREAS, the Town Board now wishes to affirm this previous vote and confirm the details of this consolidation, therefore upon motion by Supervisor Eisnor, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard, with all board members voting Aye, it is hereby affirmed; therefore

BE IT ENACTED
by the Town Board of the Town of Westmoreland that this Local Law amends Chapter 180 of the Code of the Town of Westmoreland, as follows:

SECTION 1.
AUTHORITY

This local law is enacted pursuant to the New York State Constitution, New York Municipal Home Rule Law Sec. 10 and NY Town Law Sec. 267 and Sec. 271.

SECTION 2.
LEGISLATIVE INTENT

The purpose of this local law is to streamline the administration and increase the efficiency of land use, planning and zoning review in the Town of Westmoreland by consolidating the Zoning Board of Appeals and the Planning Board and creating a seven-person Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board.

SECTION 3.
SUPERCESSION OF CONFLICTING STATE LAWS

Pursuant to Municipal Home Rule Law Sec. 10, this Local Law shall supersede NY Town Law Secs. 267 and 271 and any other state laws to the extent this Local Law conflicts with it. 

SECTION 4.
CONFLICT WITH THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF WESTMORELAND

To the extent that the Code of the Town of Westmoreland is inconsistent with or conflict with the provisions of this Local Law, the terms of this Local Law shall control. Wherever the terms “Zoning Board of Appeals”, “Zoning Board” or “Planning Board” shall appear, such terms shall hereafter mean and refer to the Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board as established by this local law.

SECTION 5.
CREATION OF JOINT TOWN BOARD OF APPEALS/PLANNING BOARD

A. Administrative Provisions

(1) The Town of Westmoreland Joint Board of Appeals/Planning Board is hereby established so that the objectives and administration of Chapter 180 and other relevant provisions of the Code of the Town of Westmoreland are fully and equitably achieved.

(2) The Town Board shall appoint seven (7) members to the Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board.  The initial appointments to the Joint Board shall be such that the term of one (1) member shall expire each consecutive year.  Thereafter, members of the Joint Board shall be appointed by the Town Board for staggered four (4) year terms.   

(3) The Town Board shall appoint one of the members of the Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board to act as Chairperson, to preside at all meetings and hearings, to supervise the affairs of the Joint Board and to fulfill the functions of that office.

(4) A Secretary of the Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board shall be designated by the Town Board on an annual basis.  The secretary shall keep minutes of all the Joint Board’s proceedings, showing the vote of each member upon every question, or if absent or failing to vote, indicating such fact and shall keep records of all the Joint Board’s official actions.

B. Powers and Duties

(1) The Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board shall be authorized to hear all land use, planning and zoning matters within the Town of Westmoreland.  The Joint Board shall have all the power and authority of the previously constituted Zoning Board of Appeals and Planning Board as set forth in the Code of the Town of Westmoreland. NY Town Law and the General Municipal Law when considering all land use, planning and zoning matters.

SECTION 6.
ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS ABOLISHED


The Town of Westmoreland Zoning Board of Appeals as currently constituted and comprised is hereby abolished and, as set forth in Section 5 above, is consolidated into the new Town of Westmoreland Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board.

SECTION 7.
PLANNING BOARD ABOLISHED.


The Town of Westmoreland Planning Board as currently constituted and comprised is hereby abolished and, as set forth in Section 5 above, is consolidated into the new Town of Westmoreland Joint Zoning Board of Appeals/Planning Board.

SECTION 8.
SEVERABILITY


If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision or part of this Local Law or the application thereof to any person, entity or circumstance, shall be judged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision or part of this Local Law or in its application to the person, entity or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgement or order shall be rendered.  

SECTION 9.
EFFECTIVE DATE

This Local Law shall be effective upon filing with the office of the Secretary of State. 

All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

The Supervisor thanked the Town Attorney for his report, and asked for the Town Clerks Report.

Town Clerk Jody Burdick reported;
In January, the Town Clerk’s office sold five (5) new dog licenses and renewed sixty-six (66) individual dog licenses $600.00.  Of that, $99.00 was sent to the Department of Ag & Markets for New York State’s Dog Population Control Program. The Town Supervisor received $501.00. 

Renewal notices for forty-two (42) dogs due in February were sent out on January 30, 2019.  Late notices for twenty-two (22) dogs due in November were sent out on January 3, 2019 and late notices for sixteen (16) dogs due in December were sent on January 10, 2019. 

DECALS sales totaled $5.00; $4.72 was sent to the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation.  The Town received $.28 in commissions.  

There were no marriage licenses issued in January. 

Fourteen (14) permanent handicapped permits were issued or renewed during the month.  

Two (2) certified copies were issued for $20.00.

Two (2) building permits were issued for $142.20 and one (1) septic permit was issued for $45.00.

The Supervisor thanked the Clerk for her report.
Councilperson Rundle thanked the Highway Department for clearing the sidewalks.  He said they looked great.

Supervisor Eisnor asked Councilperson Hebbard to re-cap what he has learned about the street light conversion to LED by New York Power Authority.
Councilperson Hebbard asked Councilperson Rundle to relay his conversations with other Towns that have used New York Power Authority.

Councilperson Rundle said he spoke with three (3) other Towns who have used New York Power Authority to convert their street lights to LED lights.  Councilperson Rundle stated that all three (3) towns felt it was more economical overall with New York Power Authority. 

Supervisor Eisnor stated that he also made some calls.  The Supervisor spoke with directly with National Grid.  The biggest difference between National Grid and New York Power Authority is the charge per kilowatt hour.

The quote from New York power authority indicates $80,000.00 to purchase the poles from National Grid; however NY Power Authority really has no idea what National Grid would charge the Town for the poles.  National Grid would have 90 days to calculate that price.

In addition, if we were to go with NY Power Authority; and something were to happen to the pole; Niagara Mohawk would charge the Town $150.00 to turn off the power while repairs are being made, and another $150.00 to turn the power on when completed.  Supervisor Eisnor stated that the New York Power Authority Program appears to be better suited for those Town/Cities with underground facilities. 
Councilperson Hebbard said that the Board needs to keep in mind that the loan payment we will be making to NY Power Authority is ultimately the same as the facility charge we currently pay to Nation Grid.  Once that loan is paid off, the Town will be seeing a $15,000.00 savings annually.  Councilperson Hebbard stated that are still a lot of unanswered questions and would like to have both National Grid and New York Power Authority address the Board.  

Councilperson Phillips stressed the time constraints we face with the National Grid Program.  Discussion continued.  Supervisor Eisnor said he would like to see the Board move forward with the National Grid program.

29 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Phillips, seconded by Councilperson Seymour to enter into an agreement with National Grid to convert the street lights within the Town of Westmoreland to LED lights. A roll call vote was called:

Supervisor Eisnor- AYE


Councilperson Phillips- AYE

Councilperson Seymour- AYE

Councilperson Rundle- AYE

Councilperson Hebbard- NAY

The Supervisor declared the motion carried.

Supervisor Eisnor indicated that we still have several businesses in the Westmoreland Water District that we have not converted to MVWA meters.  The Supervisor stated that the Board has budgeted for these meters and he would like to get them installed.

 30 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard, seconded by Councilperson Seymour to purchase large meters for the Westmoreland Water District businesses for $10,677.00.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

Supervisor Eisnor stated the Board needs to renew the Town’s Procurement policy for 2019. 
31 a motion was advanced by Councilperson Seymour, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard to approve the following 2019 Procurement Policy for the Town of Westmoreland:

PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR THE TOWN OF WESTMORELAND

2019

WHEREAS, Section 104-b of the General Municipal Law (GML) requires every town to adopt internal policies and procedures governing the procurement of goods and services not subject to bidding requirements of GML §103 or any other law; and


WHEREAS, comments have been solicited from those officers of the Town involved with procurement;


NOW, THEREFORE, be it


RESOLVED, that the Town of Westmoreland does hereby adopt the following procurement policies and procedures:

Guideline 1.
Every prospective purchase of goods or services shall be evaluated to determine the applicability of GML §103.  Every town officer, board department head or other personnel with the requisite purchasing authority (hereinafter Purchaser) shall estimate the cumulative amount of the items of supply or equipment needed in a given fiscal year.  That estimate shall include the canvass of other town departments and past history to determine the likely yearly value of the commodity to be acquired.  The information gathered and conclusions reached shall be documented and kept with the file or other documentation supporting the purchase activity.


The Town hereby identifies the individuals listed below as responsible for purchasing, as of the date of the last annual review of this Policy:

Kenneth Eisnor, Town Supervisor

Russell Young, Highway Superintendent


(The Town does not maintain a separate and distinct purchasing department or purchasing commission.)
Guideline 2.
This Policy shall NOT apply to all purchases of (a) supplies or equipment which will exceed $20,000 in the fiscal year or, (b) public works contracts over $35,000, which shall be formally put to bid pursuant to GML §103.

Guideline 3.
All estimated purchases of:

A. Less than $20,000 but greater than $3,000, require a written request for a proposal (RFP)
 and written/faxed quotes from at least three (3) vendors;

B. Less than $3,000 but greater than $1,000 require an oral request for the goods and oral/faxed quotes from at least two (2) vendors;

C. Less than $1,000 but greater than $250 are left to the discretion of the Purchaser.

All estimated public works contracts of:

A. Less than $35,000 but greater than $10,000 require a written RFP and written/faxed proposals from at least three (3) contractors;

B. Less than $10,000 but greater than $3,000 require a written RFP and written/faxed proposals from at least two (2) contractors;

C. Less than $3,000 but greater than $500 are left to the discretion of the Purchaser.

All information gathered in complying with the procedures of this Guideline shall be preserved and filed with the documentations supporting the subsequent purchase or public works contract.

Guideline 4.
The lowest responsible proposal or quote shall be awarded the purchase or public works contract unless the Purchaser prepares a written justification providing reasons why it is in the best interest of the Town and its taxpayers to make an award to other than the low bidder.
  If a bidder is not deemed responsible, facts supporting that judgment shall also be documented and filed with the Record supporting the procurement.

Guideline 5.
A good faith effort shall be made to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations.  If the Purchaser is unable to obtain the required number of proposals or quotations, the Purchaser shall document the attempt made at obtaining said quotes and/or proposals.  In no event shall the inability to obtain the proposals or quotes be a bar to the procurement.  

All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

Supervisor Eisnor stated that the automatic read meters are working extremely well in the Spencer Settlement Water District.  There is no longer a need for a meter reader in that district.
32 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Rundle, seconded by Councilperson Phillips to abolish the Spencer Settlement Meter Reader position (PTWML-087).  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

Supervisor Eisnor notified all Board members that the Westmoreland Teachers Association will be holding their annual breakfast on March 9, 2019 at the Westmoreland Fire Hall.  Anyone interested in attending need to sign up. 
33 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Seymour, seconded by Councilperson Phillips to approve and place on file the Supervisor, Town Clerk and Codes Reports.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
34 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Rundle, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard to approve and place on file the minutes of January 14, 2019, and January 22, 2019, as written.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
Supervisor Eisnor asked the Board to refrain from paying voucher #41 in the General Fund for Lince Security until he has had time to discuss the charges with a representative of Lince Security.  Councilperson Hebbard wants to dispute the bill and agreed to contact them.  Councilperson Rundle stated he would contact Kevin Revere at Oneida County 911 to see if there were any other options available for the Towns fire protection.
Supervisor Eisnor received a call from Thomas Traverne.  He would still like to purchase the Lowell property from the Town.  The Board unanimously stated no.

35 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Phillips, seconded by Councilperson Seymour to approve and order paid the claims of the Highway fund, vouchers #16 through #37 totaling $30,021.36.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

36 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Seymour, seconded by Councilperson Hebbard to approve and order paid the General Fund vouchers #22 through #56; excluding voucher #41; which totals $16,876.70.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried
37 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Rundle, seconded by Councilperson Phillips to approve and order paid the vouchers of the Water Districts as follows:

All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.

The Supervisor spoke of a meeting he had with the Westmoreland Recreation Association in regard to the pool.  When the Association poured the new concrete around the pool, it was installed improperly which caused a lark crack on the interior of the pool.  The Association is now facing $94,000.00 to repair everything. The Supervisor informed the Association that the grant is for $60,000.00 and can only be used for the purposes stated on the grant application.  Discussion continued.
Discussion turned to the Reading Center.  Attorney Mattacola has been researching the legal requirements needed to operate the Reading Center.  There is no precedent stating a separate board of Trustees is needed.  The Town Board can legally serve as the Reading Center Board of Trustees.  Supervisor Eisnor stated he feels the Board could take a more interactive roll in the programs and activities that should be taking place at the Reading Center.  There has not been a summer reading program since Riley left.
38 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Rundle, seconded by Councilperson Phillips to abolish the Reading Center Board of Trustees effective February 11, 2019, and effective immediately the Westmoreland Town Board will assume all responsibilities pertaining to the Westmoreland Reading Center.  Notification will be made to the prior Trustees by mail.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was declared carried.
Supervisor Eisnor stated the Association of Towns Meeting will be held at the Franklin in Rome on February 21, 2019 at 5:50 pm, a Special Meeting and Public Hearing on Solar Farm Moratorium will be held on February 18, 2019 at 6:pm and the next regular Board meeting will be held March 11, 2019 at 6:30 pm.

The Supervisor then recessed the regular meeting to allow comments from the floor.
Beth Edwards told the Board that a friend of hers is a child librarian and may be able to help develop activities and programs in the Reading Center. 

There being no one else wishing to address the Board, the Supervisor reconvened to the regular session.

39 A motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard to approve the 2019 Agreement to spent Highway Funds.  This motion was seconded by Councilperson Phillips.  All Board members voted Aye and the motion was declared carried.

Supervisor Eisnor asked for a motion to enter into executive session for an update on the pending lawsuit.
40 Councilperson Hebbard advanced a motion to enter into executive session at 7:40 pm to discuss pending litigation.  The motion was seconded by Councilperson Rundle.  All Board members voted AYE and the motion was carried.

At 7:55 pm the Board reconvened to the regular session.

41 There being no other business to discuss, a motion was advanced by Councilperson Hebbard, seconded by Councilperson Rundle to adjourn this meeting.  All Board members voted AYE and the Supervisor declared the motion carried and adjourned this meeting at 7:57 pm.
